Diseases and parasites are causing major problems in beekeeping all over the world. With the spread of parasites and bee diseases the use of antibiotics and pesticides has become widespread and in many areas a recommended practice.

The problems caused are growing difficulties with resistant strains of disease causing agents and parasites. Problems with residues of the antibiotics and pesticides are becoming  more evident.

In many countries there is a growing concern among consumers over the residues of these products in honey, which is looked upon as a natural and clean health product. To keep this reputation beekeepers must produce honey without residues. In EU there are no maximum residue levels for antibiotics in honey. Basically, honey with residues of antibiotics is illegal to sell in the market.

This symposium is meant to discuss the research, the need for action, the legislation and the possibilities to prevent residues. Participants should be researchers, legislators, administrators, veterinarians, advisors dealing with bee diseases and honey traders involved in international honey trade.
